Since forming in 1998, 
the group has released five studio 
albums and entertained audiences 
in venues from Ronnie Scott’s 
Jazz Club in London to the  
foothills of the Colombian Andes.

Drawing on styles such as Bolero 
and Tango, the evening features 
a wide selection of songs that tell 
the amazingly varied stories and 
emotions of Latin America. The 
group will perform music from 
their latest album, Havana  
Classic, which was awarded  
Runner-up Album of the Year  
in the 2019 UK Latin Awards.

Their programme this evening 
features works by Mozart, Grieg, 
Takemitsu and Debussy, as well 
as Vaughan Williams’ The Lark 
Ascending in its original version 
for violin and piano. This  
immensely evocative piece of  
music is hugely popular, particularly 
among Classic FM listeners who 
have voted it the nation’s favourite 
piece of classical music no less 
than a record 12 times.

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Elégie: Rachmaninoff -  
A Heart in Exile 

A one-of-its-kind event - a deeply 
personal portrayal of Sergei  
Rachmaninoff researched,  
scripted and performed by pianist 
Lucy Parham along with actor  
Tim McInnerny.
Inspired by Rachmaninoff 's own 
letters and diaries, the performance 
depicts Rachmaninoff 's life from 
his youth in Russia, through his  
subsequent self-imposed exile in 
1917 and finally to California, 
where he died in 1943. Whilst 
Rachmaninoff became an exile in 
1917, Russia remained deeply rooted 
in his soul. His cultural identity and 
his longing for his homeland imbue 
his music, not least the many  
much-loved works he wrote for his 
own instrument, the piano.
The programme includes many of 
his best-loved works for solo piano, 
including a selection of Preludes, 
Etudes-Tableaux and Moments 
Musicaux, some of his own  

transcriptions and the haunting 
Elégie, as well as works by  
Scriabin and Tchaikovsky.
Lucy Parham, recitalist,  
concerto performer, broadcaster 
and recording artist has been 
internationally praised for her 
Composer Portraits. 
Tim McInnerny is well known as 
a stage and screen actor, featuring 
in many programmes and films 
including Notting Hill, Game  
of Thrones and Blackadder.
